1 General information

2 Summary of significant accounting policies
2.1 Basis of preparation

These annual financial statements have been pipdtk the International Financial Reporting Stamida
(IFRS), including the International Accounting Sfands (IAS) and IFRIC interpretations as adoptedhey
European Union, as well the IFRS issued by thehatéonal Accounting Standard Board (IASB).

All IFRS issued by IASB and are valid at the tinfepoeparing these statements and adopted by thepEan
Council through the confirmation procedure of therdpean Union (EU), except for IAS 39 (Financial
Instruments: Recognition and Valuation). After sestipn of the Accounting Standardisation Committee,
Board adopted the Regulations 2086/2004 and 1868/@Mich require the use of IAS 39, except for #pec
stipulations regarding the deposits portfolio hedgirom 1 January 2005 for all listed companies.

The financial statements have been prepared uhddiFRS as issued by IASB and adopted by the Eld. Th
Group is not influenced by the stipulations regagdihe deposits portfolio hedging, as presentdd$39.

This consolidated financial information has beeapared under the historical cost convention, extiegmt
financial assets are carried at fair value, thropigtiit and loss or available-for-sale.

The preparation of the financial statements undd®S requires the use of accounting estimations and
assumptions of the Management upon implementafidineoaccounting policies adopted. The areas riequi
large extent of assumptions or where assumptiodseatimations have a significant effect on the rfial
statements are mentioned in Note 4.

The consolidated
financial statements are reported in euros, whscthé operating currency and the reporting curreafcthe
parent Company and all its subsidiaries.

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3 Business risk management

3.1 Financial risk factors

The Group is exposed to several financial riskshsas market risk (volatility in foreign exchangdes
interest rates, market prices), credit risk andidlgy risk.

The risk management is monitored by the Treasupadment and is determined by rules approved by the
Board of Directors. The Treasury department deteesiand estimates the financial risks in collabhonatvith

the services managing those risks. The Board aédiirs provides directions on the general managenfen
the risk as well as specialised directions on tlamagement of specific risks such as the interdstrisk, the
credit risk, the use of derivative and non-deri@tiinancial instruments, as well as the investnoéiash.

€) Market risk

Market risk has to do with the business segmentisinvthe Group operate. Indicatively, Group is esgub on
risk derived from the change of the value of theperties and its rents, change on the conditioeggiling in
the construction market and the raw material puselmarkets, along with risks associated with theptetion
of projects where venture schemes participate hadcapital adequacy required for the participaiiorco
financed projects. Group departments are closelgitoxing the trends in each one of the markets iwithe
group operates and are proposing the necessapnadtr the immediate and effective adjustment thi®
new facts imposed on each market.

(b) Credit risk

The Group does not have significant accumulatidnredit risk. It has developed policies in orderensure
that the leasing agreements are concluded wittomess of sufficient credit rating. Apart from thatost of
Group’s income come from projects for the Greekesta

The Group has procedures which limit its exposarerédit risk from individual credit institutions.

(c) Liquidity risk

For the management of liquidity risk, Group is befilgg and monitoring its cash flows and takes theegsary
actions in order to have enough cash in hand algtignon utilized credit lines. Group possessesifiant
non utilized credit lines in order to fulfill itsseds for cash in hand that may arise.

(d) Foreign exchange risk

Given the fact that the Group operates activelforeign countries, especially in the Middle Eagioa, it is
exposed in foreign exchange risks derived maintynfrthe exchange rate of local currencies (for examp
AED, QAR), and their close currency rate relatiopswith US Dollar, and from the currency rate of US
Dollar to Euro as well. Proceeds are made in lacatency and in US Dollars and despite that thgear
portion of the cost and expenses is made in the samency, a foreign exchange risk exists forrémaining
part. Wherever foreign exchange risk is consideoelde significant will be immediately hedged wittetuse
of derivative forwarded contracts. These derivatiwd@l be priced in their fair values and will becognized as
a receivable or a liability in the financial statemts.

(e) Interest rate risk

As far as long term bank loans is concerned, manage of the Group is systematically and constantly
monitoring the fluctuations of interest rates as@valuating the necessity of relative actionsrik hedging
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when they are said to be significant. CompaniethefGroup will probably sign interest rate swaptcacts
and other derivative interest rate products incitietext of hedging relative risk.

Group total loans are signed with floating ratesl dhe largest part of Group loans is in Euros. As a
consequence interest rate risk is primarily derifredn the fluctuations of Euro interest rates ardomdly
from the interest rate fluctuations on other cuciesin which bank loans are existed (US DollarDAéEc).

Group is constantly monitoring the trends on irdenates along with the duration and the naturehef
financial needs of the subsidiary companies. Dexgsior the duration of the loans along with tHatienship
between floating rates and constant rates are demes on a sole basis.
